The names of bands often
foreshadows the kind of
music they will play. 

Infernal Wrath? Gives the 
impression of an entity that’s
dark and brooding and in musi-
cal sense anything with fearful
names must be a metal band.

Similarly, Abraxas falls in the same
category. Beach Dog and Silver? Well,
most of us are familiar with their mu-

sic. However, Prayag is a diffi-
cult one to guess.

The names may be varied
and the genres different, but
these bands are performing
together for a common cause
— to help Concern India
Foundation, a non-profit,
charitable trust that supports

development oriented organisations
working for the disadvantaged. 

Coming back to the boys, the Hindi
rock group Prayag was formed by vo-

calist Pranab and bassist Swapnil. Lead
guitarist Sumit, drummer Viru (s) and
rhythm guitarist-percussionist Amish
joined later.

"We are a thorough rock group. All
our songs carry a message and mean-
ing," says Pranab. "We don’t follow a
particular structure while writing
songs. It can happen anytime; while
we are jamming or either one of us can
come up with an idea," adds Pranab.

If you listen to their music, they
come across as being musically very

mature and talented. There’s lot of
weight behind the way they play. 

Mumbai-based band Infernal Wrath
is a far cry from Prayag. They are an
extreme metal band whose sound is
still evolving. "We are coming out with
an album by next month. Our music is
little mellow now and we are trying to
mix Indian melody to our music," says
JP, band member. The other bands
who will be performing at the Rock
For Concern concert today are Silver,
Beach Dog and Abraxas.
